Amblyopia is the term used to describe the clinical scenario of impaired vision, most commonly affecting one eye, which arises through degraded visual stimulation during critical periods of visual development in early childhood. Clinicians treating ophthalmic disease in children always have to consider, and often have to manage, amblyopia - either as the main disorder causing impaired vision or as a contributing condition. 
 
The 2010 Evidence Update focuses on the clinical and functional outcomes of amblyopia and highlights the: 
 
· clinical outcomes of treatment - focussing on aspects of visual acuity, stereopsis, and ocular alignment;
· functional outcomes of treatment - focussing on aspects of quality of life and visual functioning;
· adverse events of treatment;current uncertainties in the effectiveness of treatments.
